151 schools from 22 local authorities in England 
have received funding enabling around 3775 KS3 students to experience a residential course and follow up work in their local 
community.

Stage 2: Spring watch comes to Whitgift….. 
Staff at the South Humber Wildlife and People Project 
(SHWAP) run by Lincolnshire Wildlife Trust have been 
commandeered to help students create habitat homes 
to encourage more wildlife in to a secluded spot in the 
school grounds.   
In small teams, students were set the ask of making 
bird boxes, a huge bird table, bird feeders and fat balls, 
insect homes and hedgehog homes – unfortunately 
only to find a dead hog on the field which was 
ceremoniously named and buried.  But on a positive 
note at least it shows they are there!

Stage 1: Exploring the North of England… 
 

Students and staff at Oasis Academy: Immingham, 
Whitgift and Matthew Humberstone High Schools had a 
memorable time exploring different areas of the Yorkshire 
Dales and Lake District National Parks by attending their 
residential experience at Castle Head, Malham Tarn and 
Blencathra Field Centres (respectively).   
 

Students were faced with challenging journeys through 
stunning mountainous landscapes around Malham and 
Derwent Water going back in time to investigate how 
humans have influenced these areas over the centuries.  
Science was also brought to life when students delved 
deep into mountain rivers to investigate the adaptations of 
freshwater invertebrates to see how they survive in this 
hostile habitat.   

The SHWAP team plan to return in the autumn to 
help develop the pond area further to encourage 
more diverse wildlife with a hope that it will be 
used by students during  science lessons.
